Monday 28th - THANKSGIVING

• For blessings in our lives, both spiritual and material 

• For family, friends, both at home and at TQGC, and the wider Christian fellowship of believers 
 

Tuesday 29th - The world situation, Covid, and the witness of the Church   

John 14:27 "Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. Not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not 

your hearts be troubled, neither let them be afraid." 

• For courage as we go forward in difficult circumstances and wisdom to manage what lies ahead 

• For those suffering mentally as a result of the pandemic, and those suffering bereavement  

• That the church would show God's love to a lost world and that many would turn to Christ  
 

Wednesday 30th - TQGC - A New Chapter 

Romans 12:11 "Do not be slothful in zeal, be fervent in spirit, serve the Lord." 

• Give thanks for blessings we have received by being part of this fellowship - pray for each other 

• For a renewed desire to serve God to the best of our ability in whatever way He leads us 

individually and as a fellowship 

• For an increase in our membership - that this increase would be made up of new workers and 

those who are being saved 
 

Thursday 1st - Holding fast to the Word of God 

Acts 8:25 "Now when they had testified and spoken the word of the Lord, they returned to Jerusalem, 

preaching the gospel to many villages of the Samaritans." 

• For Andrew as he brings the Word of God to us on Sundays and Wednesdays - that the Word of 

God would be central to our worship and to our witness 

• That we would individually make time to pray and study God's word   

• That the knowledge of God's word would equip us for our work in the church and in the world 
 

Friday 2nd - "Sunday 4th July" 

2 Corinthians 9:7 "Each one must give as he has decided in his heart, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for 

God loves a cheerful giver." 

• For opportunities to invite people to TQGC in the coming weeks as we return to Lane Theatre 

• Prayerfully consider how we might give financially to the Gift Day - that through this God would 

provide exactly the amount we need to move forward in His will  

• That the Covid restrictions will not be a distraction to those who come seeking a blessing from 

the Lord - that we may remain spiritually aware of the Holy Spirit moving in our midst 
 

Saturday 3rd - Our continuing outreach to our Mission Field 

Mark 16:15 "And he said to them, “Go into all the world and proclaim the gospel to the whole creation." 

• That God would provide and show us new ways or reaching out to the communities around us   

• That we would be obedient to the great commission, keen to witness to family, friends, strangers 

and all whom God puts in our path - and that God would prepare their hearts to respond 

• For the power of the Holy Spirit to be displayed in our witness both in the surrounding area and
